PERFORMANCE

During this Financial Year the industry witnessed
improved demand of Dairy products. The prices of milk
started rising after Q1 of F.Y. 2022-23 and remained high
throughout the year. The Company’s operating team
worked relentlessly which resulted in operating profits of
Rs. 18,09 Lacs this year against Rs. 11,47 Lacs
previous year.

CURRENT OPERATIONS

With the beginning of the current fiscal year the milk
availability has improved and the prices of milk and
milk products have also softened. Apart from Fresh
Dairy products, the Company has also focused
on the milk nutritional ingredients business, which
is a growing market segment. The efforts have
shown a better performance in the current year’s
first quarter with operating profit of Rs. 4,12 Lacs
against last year’s first quarter operating profit of
Rs. 3,51 Lacs.

This year Monsoon is expected to be good which
augers well for the agriculture and dairy sector.

MILK CESS

As the members are aware that the Company had filed
a Special Leave Petition before the Hon’ble Supreme
Court against the decision dated 28" May, 2010 of
Punjab & Haryana High Court with regard to the levy
of milk cess under the Haryana Murrah Buffalo and
other Animal Breed Act, 2001. The said SLP was filed
by the Company in the year 2010 and admitted in the

Supreme Court in 2012. The Hon’ble Supreme Court
had granted interim stay upon payment of 50% of milk
cess levied and demanded by Govt. of Haryana in
favour of the Company. As per demand notice issued
by Govt. of Haryana at the year end stand Rs. 455.07
Crore, which includes Milk Cess and interest thereon
from the Company. The Company as an abundant
caution is providing for the Milk Cess in the accounts.
As on 31%tMarch, 2023, the total Milk Cess provision
amount is Rs. 20.12 Crore, out of which Rs. 5.91
Crore has been already deposited as per Hon'ble
Supreme Court's order, The matter is pending before
the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India.

PLEDGE OF PROMOTER SHAREHOLDING

The shareholding of promoter and promoter group
aggregating to 10654779 shares, being 45.69% of
the entire share capital of the Company is pledged in
favour of Punjab National Bank and other consortium
members.

STATUS OF COMPANY’S ACCOUNTS WITH
LENDERS

The company’s lender Punjab National Bank has
revived the old OTS and has extended the time period
for repayment of dues. The debt of Edelweiss ARC Ltd.
(earlier State Bank of India) has been restructured. The
OTS and Restructuring Scheme is under implementation.

QUALITY, FOOD SAFETY & ENVIRONMENT
STANDARDS

The Company has always followed the best practices
of the industry in respect of Good Management
Practices (GMP) and Good Hygienic Pratices (GHP).
The Company’s Quality Management System has
been certified by DNVGL Netherlands for updated
version of ISO 9001, FSSC 22000 and ISO 14001.

The facilities are approved and registered with USFDA,
Export Inspection Agency, APEDA and HALAL for
supply of its products in the domestic and international
market. Most of the leading Multinational Food
Companies in India have approved our operations as
suitable for supplies of company’s products to them.

SHARE CAPITAL

The paid up equity share capital as on March 31,
2023 is Rs. 23,35,89,000/- divided into 2,33,58,900
equity shares of Rs. 10/- each and there was no
change in capital structure during the financial year
2022-23.
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DIVIDEND

In view of requirements of regular funds for operations,
your directors are unable to recommend any dividend
for the Financial Year ended on March 31, 2023.

DIRECTORSAND KEY MANAGERIAL PERSONNEL

The Shareholders of the Company approved
reappointment of Mr. Krishan Kumar Goyal (DIN:
00482035), who was liable to retire by rotation at the last
Annual General Meeting held on 30" September, 2022.

Mr. Ashwani Kumar Aggarwal (DIN: 00486430),
Executive (Whole-Time) Director of the Company was
appointed for a period of three consecutive years w.e.f
1st April, 2020 and is to be further reappointed with
effect from 15t April, 2023 till the conclusion of Annual
General Meeting to be held in year 2026 in terms of the
provisions of Companies Act, 2013.

The Shareholders of the Company approved
reappointment of Mr. Krishan Kumar Goyal in the AGM
in the year 2020 for the period of 5 years along with the
remuneration as per the provisions of Schedule V of
the Companies Act 2013 which was for 3 years. But,
keeping in mind the financial constraints suffered by
the Company, Mr. Krishan Kumar Goyal had not drawn
remuneration in this three years’ period. During this year,
the Board considered the approval of remuneration for
the remaining two years term in accordance with the
provisions of Sections 196, 197, 200 and 203 read with
Schedule V and all other applicable provisions of the
Companies Act, 2013 and the Companies (Appointment
and Remuneration of Managerial Personnel) Rules,
2014 (including any statutory modification(s) or re-
enactment thereof for the time being in force), subject
to the approval of the lenders and shareholders of the
Company w.e.f. 1%t April, 2023 for two years as per
provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 and Articles
of Association of the Company on a remuneration as
recommended by the Nomination & Remuneration
Committee in their Meeting.

Dr. Sanjay Kaushik, Dr. Meena Sharma and Mr. Ajay
Kumar Sharma, who were appointed as Additional
Directors of the Company, has been regularized by
shareholders at last Annual General Meeting held on
30" September, 2022 as Non- Executive Independent
Directors of the Company.

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 149 of the
Companies Act, 2013, Prof. Satish Kapoor, Dr. Avtar
Krishan Vashisht and Dr. Renu Vig were appointed
as Independent Directors of the Company and were
further re-appointed for their second term which has
expired at the last Annual General Meeting held on
30" September, 2022. Therefore, on completion of
the tenure, the above said Directors ceased to be the
Independent Directors of Company w.e.f. 30.09.2022.

The Board placed on record its appreciation for the
valuable contribution and the services rendered by
Prof. Satish Kapoor, Dr. Avtar Krishan Vashisht and
Dr. Renu Vig during their respective tenure as Director.
The Board expressed its gratitude for their valuable
guidance during their association with the Company.

In pursuance of Section 152 of the Companies Act,
2013, at-least two-thirds of the Directors (excluding
Independent Directors) shall be subject to retirement
by rotation. One-third of such Directors must retire from
office at each AGM and a retiring director is eligible
for re-appointment. Accordingly, Mr. Ashwani Kumar
Aggarwal, Executive Director (DIN: 00486430), is
liable to retire by rotation at ensuing Annual General
Meeting and being eligible, offers himself to be re-
appointed at this AGM. In view of his considerable
experience, Board of Directors recommends his re-
appointment as Director of Company.

The Board has, on recommendation of the Nomination
& Remuneration Committee of the Company in

2024.

The Statutory Auditors of the Company, M/s. APT &
Co. LLP, Chartered Accountants, have submitted the
Auditor’s Report forming part of Financial Statements
in this Annual Report which has observation on
Standalone Financial Statements for the period
ended March 31, 2023.

Auditor’s Qualifications/ Observations

Director’s remuneration is not admissible as
prescribed in Sec-197 of companies Act, 2013 except
in accordance with the provision of Schedule V and if
it is not able to comply with such provisions, the prior
approval of lenders is required.

The Company is not eligible to pay director
remuneration for non-compliance of conditions
prescribed in schedule V of the companies Act, 2013.
During the year, the company has given the director

remuneration to Mr. Ashwani Kumar Aggarwal
(Executive Director) amounting to Rs. 35,81,520/- (for
current quarter Rs.8,95,380/-).

Apart from the managerial remuneration for year ended
31t March, 2023, as mentioned above the company
has paid director remuneration of Rs. 2,50,01,962/- till
date without complying the provisions of Schedule V of
the Companies Act, 2013.

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS
REPORT

INDUSTRY STRUCTURE & DEVELOPMENTS

The Indian dairy sector has witnessed a significant
transformation, positioning itself as a crucial secondary
source of income for millions of rural families. Moreover,
it has emerged as a primary driver of employment and
income generation. Notably, the milk production in
India has reached to an impressive level of 221 MT
during the year 2021-22. This growth signifies the
sector’s remarkable progress and its vital contribution
to meeting the nutritional needs of the population while
fostering economic development.

The future prospects for the dairy industry are
promising. The market for liquid milk is projected to
grow in double digits over the next 5 years. Additionally,
value added dairy products such as Cheese, Flavored
Milk, Dahi, Lassi, Chachh and Nutritional Ingredients
i.e. Casein, Whey Protein Concentrate and Lactose
are expected to experience a robust growth rate.
Traditional dairy products like Paneer, Ghee, Ice-
Cream, etc., are expected to continuously grow.
These projections highlight the immense potential of
the Indian Dairy Sector, signifying its vital role in the

economy and its ability to meet the evolving needs
and preferences of consumers.

OPPORTUNITIES AND THREATS

As disposable income increases, consumers are
likely to seek more value added quality dairy products,
presenting opportunities for premium and value-
added offerings. Further, there is an increasing trend
towards healthier food choices, creating a demand
for hygenic, low-fat, and functional dairy products
that cater to health-conscious consumers. Moreover,
India has the potential to become a significant player
in the global dairy market, provided industry is able
to leverage its large-scale production with competitive
pricing.

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NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31t MARCH 2023

1. CORPORATE INFORMATION

Modern Dairies Limited (the Company) is a public listed company incorporated under the provisions of the Companies
Act 1956 on 20" April 1992. The Company is engaged in manufacturing of Milk products.

2. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
2.1) Basis of preparation of Financial Statements

i)  Statement of Compliance
The Financial Statements have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind-AS)
as prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act 2013 read with Companies (Indian Accounting
Standards) Rules, 2015 and Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) (Amendment) Rules, 2016 and
relevant provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 and other accounting pronouncements of The Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India.

ii) Basis of Preparation
Effective from 1t April 2017, the Company has adopted all the Ind AS standards and the adoption was
carried out in accordance with Ind-AS 101, “First Time Adoption of Indian Accounting Standards, with
18t April 2016 as the transition date. The transition was carried out from Indian Accounting principles
generally accepted in India as prescribed under section 133 of the Act, read with Rule 7 of the Companies
(Accounts) Rules, 2014 (IGAAP), which was the previous GAAP.

Accounting policies have been consistently applied except where a newly accounting standard is initially adopted
or a revision to an existing accounting standard requires a change in the accounting policy hitherto in use.

iii) Classification of Assets and liabilities as Current and Non-Current
All assets and liabilities have been classified as current or non-current as per the Company’s normal
operating cycle and other criteria set out in the Revised Schedule Il to the Companies Act, 2013.

Based on the nature of services and the time between the acquisition of assets for processing and their
realization in cash and cash equivalents, the Company has ascertained its operating cycle as twelve
months for the purpose of current/ non-current classification of its assets and liabilities.

The Company’s various credit facilities have been declared as NPA for which One-Time Settlement /
Restructuring scheme is under implementation and as such the amounts of such credit facilities have been
reclassified into current liabilities.

2.2) Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements, in conformity with Ind-AS require estimates and assumptions to
be made by management, that may affect the reported amount of assets and liabilities as on the date of
the financial statements and the reported amount of revenues and expenses during the reporting period.
Changes in the estimates are reflected in the financial statements in the period changes are made, and if
material their effects are disclosed in the notes to the financial statements.

2.3) Property, Plant and Equipment and Depreciation

Under the Indian GAAP, Property, plant and equipment were carried in the balance sheet on historical cost.
The company has elected to regard the carrying values as deemed cost as per Para D7AA of Ind-AS 101
as on transition date i.e.1st April 2016.

All tangible fixed assets are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation. Cost includes freight, duties,
taxes and other expenses directly incidental to acquisition, bringing the asset to the location and
installation including site restoration up to the time when the asset is ready for intended use. Such Costs
also include Borrowing Cost if the recognition criteria are met. When a major inspection/repair occurs, its
cost is recognized in the carrying amount of the plant and equipment as a replacement if the recognition
criteria are satisfied.

As per the provision of IND AS-16, major spare parts, stand-by equipment and servicing equipment qualify
as property, plant and equipment when an entity expects to use them during more than one period and the
company has elected to do the same.

Depreciation on tangible fixed assets has been provided on straight-line method according to the Schedule II
of the Companies Act 2013.

Assets held for Disposal
Assets held for disposal are valued at lower of cost or Net realizable value in accordance with IND AS-105.
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2.4) Intangibles and Amortization

Intangible assets are recognized if it is probable that the future economic benefits attributable to those
assets will flow to the enterprise. Intangibles assets are amortized on straight line basis over their useful
lives, which range from 1-5 years, determined on the basis of expected future economic benefits. The
amortization period and method would be reviewed at the end of each financial year.

2.5) Inventories

The cost in respect of various items of inventory is computed as under:

i) In case of Raw-material on FIFO Basis (net of GST).

ii) In case of Work in Progress - Raw Material are valued at monthly average cost basis. Cost for this
purpose includes direct cost and all appropriate allocable overheads.

iii) In case of Finished Goods — Finished goods are valued at Cost or Net realizable value whichever is
lower. Cost for this purpose includes direct cost on monthly average cost basis, all appropriate allocable
overheads (net of GST)

iv) Stock of Stores, spares & Fuel are valued at cost or net realizable value, whichever is lower and cost is
computed on FIFO Basis (net of GST). Stocks in working condition are valued at depreciated value or
realizable value whichever is less. Disposable and Used Stocks is valued at net realizable value.

2.6) Foreign Exchange Transaction

The transactions in Foreign exchange are accounted for at the exchange rates prevailing on the date of

the transactions. The current assets and current liabilities are converted at the exchange rate prevailing

at the last working day of the accounting year. The resultant gains/losses are recognized in the profit

& loss account relating to current assets & current liabilities. Exchange differences on foreign currency

transactions relating to fixed assets acquired from a country outside India have been adjusted to

revenue.

Forward Exchange contracts not intended for trading or speculation purpose
In case of forward exchange contract, the premium or discount arising at the inception of such contract is
amortized as income or expense over the life of contract as well as exchange difference on such contracti.e.

Difference between the exchange rate at the reporting/ settlement date and the exchange rate on the date
of inception/ the last reporting date, is recognized as income/ expense for the year.

2.7) Employees Benefits

(a) Short Term Obligations
Liabilities for wages and salaries, including non-monetary benefits that are expected to be settled wholly
within 12 months after the end of the period in which the employees render the related service are recognized
in respect of employees’ services up to the end of the financial reporting period and are measured at the
amounts expected to be paid when the liabilities are settled. The liabilities are presented as provision for
employee benefit under short term provisions in the balance sheet.

(b) Post Employment obligations
The company operates the following post-employment schemes:

Defined benefit plan such as gratuity, provident fund

(c) Defined benefit obligations
The defined benefit obligations (Other than Provident Fund) are calculated annually by actuaries using the
projected unit credit method. The present value of the defined benefit obligation is determined by discounting
the estimated future cash outflows by reference to market yields at the end of the reporting period on
government bonds that have terms approximating to the terms of related obligation.

The liability or asset recognized in the balance sheet in respect defined benefit obligations (except provident
fund) is the present value of the defined benefit obligation at the end of the reporting period less the fair value
of the plan assets, if any.

The net interest cost is calculated by applying the discount rate to the net balance of the defined benefit
obligation and the fair value of plan assets. This cost is included in employee benefit expense in the statement
of profit and loss.

Re-measurement gains and losses arising from experience adjustments and changes in actuarial
assumptions are recognized directly in other comprehensive income.

Changes in the present value of the defined benefit obligations resulting from plan amendments or
curtailments are recognized immediately in profit or loss as past service cos.
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(d) Provident Fund
Retirement benefits in the form of provident fund and family pension fund whether in pursuance of law or
otherwise is accounted on accrual basis and charged to statement of profit and loss of the year.

(e) Bonus Payable

2.8) Investments

(a) Classification

contractual terms of the cash flows.

For assets measured at fair value, gains and losses arising from fair valuation will either be recorded in profit
and loss or other comprehensive income. For investments in equity instruments, this will depend on whether
the company has made any irrevocable election at the time of initial recognition to account for the equity
investment for fair value through other comprehensive income.

(b) Measurement
The company measures a financial asset at its fair value and in the case of financial assets not at fair value
through profit and loss, at fair value including transaction cost that are directly attributable to the acquisition
of the financial asset. Transaction cost of financial asset carried at fair value through profit and loss are
expensed in profit or loss.

2.9) Borrowing Costs

To capitalize the borrowing costs that is directly attributable to the acquisition or Construction items of
property, plant and equipment which take substantial period of time to get ready for their intended use.
Other borrowing Costs are recognized as an expense in the year in which they are incurred, except as
follows:

a) Interest provisioning on various facilities from lenders
The Company has settled all the dues of the lenders namely PNB, Edelweiss ARC Limited (Earlier State
Bank of India) by the way of OTS & restructuring. The OTS & restructuring scheme is under implementation
and interest due there on has been accounted for.

Since, the account with various banks have turned NPA in the previous years, the company has not provided
interest on the credit facilities subsequent to the accounts having been declared NPA. In case the OTS/
restructuring scheme fails, the Company will have to provide for Interest from the date of accounts becoming
non performing asset. Such interest amounts for the year ended 31%t March, 23, Rs. 42.99 crores. This will
effect the stated current liabilities & profits for the current year 31t March, 23, to that extent.

2.10) Financial Instruments

a) Recognition and Initial measurement
The Company recognizes financial assets and financial liabilities when it becomes a party to the contractual
provisions of the instrument. All financial assets and liabilities are measured at fair value on initial recognition.
Transaction costs in relation to financial assets and financial liabilities, other than those carried at fair value
through profit or loss (FVTPL), are added to the fair value on initial recognition. Transaction costs in relation
to financial assets and financial liabilities which are carried at fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL), are
charged to the statement of profit and loss.
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b) Classification and subsequent measurement of financial assets
i) Debt Instruments
For the purpose of subsequent measurement, financial assets in the nature of debt instruments are
classified as follows:

Amortized cost — Financial assets that are held within a business model whose objective is to hold the asset
in order to collect contractual cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest are subsequently
measured at amortized cost less impairments, if any. Interest income calculated using effective interest rate
(EIR) method and impairment loss, if any are recognized in the statement of profit and loss.

Fair value through other comprehensive income (FVOCI) — Financial assets that are held within a
business model whose objective is achieved by both holding the asset in order to collect contractual
cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest and by selling the financial assets, are
subsequently measured at fair value through other comprehensive income. Changes in fair value are
recognized in the other comprehensive income (OCIl) and on de-recognition, cumulative gain or loss
previously recognized in OCl is reclassified to the statement of profit and loss. Interest income calculated
using EIR method and impairment loss, if any are recognized in the statement of profit and loss.

Fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL) — A financial asset which is not classified in any of the above
categories are subsequently measured at fair valued through profit or loss. Changes in fair value and
income on these assets are recognized in the statement of profit and loss.

ii) Equity Instruments
The Company has made investment in equity instruments that are initially measured at fair value. These
investments are strategic in nature and held on a long-term basis. Accordingly, the company has elected
irrevocable option to measure such investments at FVOCI. The Company makes such election on an
instrument-by-instrument basis. Pursuant to such irrevocable option, changes in fair value are recognized
in the OCI and are subsequently not reclassified to the statement of profit and loss.

c) Classification and subsequent measurement of financial liabilities
For the purpose of subsequent measurement, financial liabilities are classified as follows:

Amortized cost — Financial liabilities are classified as financial liabilities at amortized cost by default.
Interest expense calculated using EIR method is recognized in the statement of profit and loss.

Fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL) — Financial liabilities are classified as FVTPL if it is held for
trading, or is designated as such on initial recognition. Changes in fair value and interest expense on these
liabilities are recognized in the statement of profit and loss.

d) De-recognition of financial assets and financial liabilities
The Company derecognizes a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial
asset expire, or it transfers the rights to receive the contractual cash flows including risks and rewards of
ownership. Afinancial liability is derecognized when the obligation under the liability is discharged or expires.

2.11) Revenue Recognition
Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable. Amounts disclosed as revenue
are net of GST. Revenue is recognized net of returns, trade allowances, rebates, value added taxes and net of
amount collected on behalf of the third parties.

Revenue from Goods

Revenue from goods comprise of value of sales of products (net of returns) and cash and trade discounts. Sales
are recognized with the transfer of significant risk and rewards of ownership of the goods, with the company
losing effective control and the recovery of the consideration is probable.

Revenue from Services

Revenue from services are recognized in proportion to the stage of completion of transaction at the end of
reporting period, and cost incurred in the transaction including same to complete the transaction and revenue
(representing economic benefit associated with the transaction) can be measured reliably.

Interest

Interest income is recognized on a time proportion basis (accrual basis) taking into account the amount
outstanding and the rate applicable.

Interest on electricity has been provisionally booked as there is no reasonable certainty of when the interest will
be received.

2.12) Taxes on Income
Provision for Taxation is made on the basis of the taxable profits computed for the current accounting period in
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accordance with the Income Tax Act 1961. Deferred Tax resulting from timing difference between Book Profits and
Tax Profits is accounted for at the applicable rate of tax to extent the timing differences are expected to crystallize,
in case of Deferred Tax Liabilities with reasonable certainty and in case of Deferred Tax Assets with virtual certainty
that there would be adequate future taxable income against which Deferred Tax Assets can be realized.

As per books, profit for the year ended 31.03.2023 is Rs.1215.60 lacs. However, while calculating the Profit,
interest amounting to Rs.4299.13 Lacs on borrowings was not provided in the books (Refer to point No. 2.9(b)
of notes to accounts for further details). Therefore, if interest on the above is provided in statement of profit and
loss, the loss comes to Rs. 3083.53 lacs. Hence, deferred tax asset has not been recognized due to absence
of virtual certainty supported by convincing evidence to the effect that sufficient future taxable income would be
available against which deferred tax assets can be realized.

2.13) Provisions for Contingent liabilities and Contingent Assets
Provisions involving substantial degree of estimation in measurement are recognized when there is a present
obligation as a result of past event and it is probable that there will be outflow of resources. Contingent liabilities
are disclosed by way notes.

2.14) Earning Per Share
Basic earnings per share is computed by dividing the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity
shareholders by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the period. Diluted earnings
per share is computed by taking into the account the aggregate of the weighted average number of equity
shares outstanding during the period and weighted average number of equity shares which would be issued on
conversion of all the dilutive potential equity shares into equity shares

2.15) Cash Flow Statement
Cash and cash equivalents for the purpose of Statement of Cash Flows include bank balances, cheques and
drafts on hand, demand deposits with banks where the original maturity is three months or less and other
short term highly liquid investments that are readily convertible into cash. Bank overdrafts are included as a
component of cash and cash equivalents for the purpose of Statement of Cash flows. The cash flow statement
has been in accordance with the Ind AS-7 on “Cash Flow Statements” issued by the Companies (Accounting
Standard) Rules, 2013.
